Educational field trip to Seda city - group work 
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Seda is small city in the northern part of Latvia. It was built in an empty place near a peat bog alongside with a peat extraction and processing factory in 1953. Now Seda is one of Latvian small cities, whose future is endangered due to the development of the capital city – Riga. 
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During educational field trip the main objective for students will be to find possibilities for Seda city long-term sustainable development based on The Aalborg Commitments. At first, students will get the basic information about Seda city history, its development and current situation. Secondly, they will have an opportunity to meet and talk with the employees of The Seda City Council. 
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Then students will have some free time to make a short excursion and evaluate the situation by themselves. Afterwards they will be divided into groups of 5-7 people where they will have to apply all their knowledge to make real proposals.
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At the end of the day each group is expected to come up with a 10 minutes long presentation titled “Proposals for Seda city long-term sustainable development”. The results will be summarized and sent to The Seda City Council at the end of the meeting.
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
